The weather 
was fine. Blizzard conditions struck while the party was at the summit and visibility was nil. While descending the 
Whakapapa glacier, the students drifted across to the left and became hopelessly lost. The party split into several 
groups and spent between one and three nights on the mountain, still in blizzard conditions. All survived apart from 
Warwick Stanton, aged 18, who set off on the third day in an effort to get help. His body was found after three weeks, in 
the forest on a tributary of the Makatote. The large rock, with the plaque, known as the Stanton memorial, was where the 
party spent the first night. The walk will be off track for most of the day. There are excellent views of mountains, 
waterfalls and alpine vegetation.
