Request for Road Closure came from Ruapehu District Council’'s Chief Executive, Clive
Manley. As there is only 13 days before road closure is to take place this closure will be
processed under the Transport (Vehicular Traffic Road Closure) Regulations 1965.

Pursuant to the Transport (Vehicular Traffic Road Closure) Regulations 1965 notice is hereby
given that Ruapehu District Council, for the purpose of holding the Anzac Dawn Service and
Civic Service is proposing to close Morero Terrace, Miriama Street and Hikaia Street on
Tuesday 25 April between the times of 5:30AM and 1PM.

The Traffic Management Plan has been submitted and is in the process of being approved.

PROPOSED ROAD CLOSURES
The proposed road closures are as follows:
(a) Tuesday 25 April 2023, 5:30AM to 1PM,
Morero Terrace, Miriama Street and Hikaia Street.
An alternative route via Huia Street and Turaki Street will be available to traffic.
The Regulations require a Public Notice advising of the proposed closure to be placed 42
days ahead of an event, with a two-week objection period, then a final public notice advising
of the closure 28 days ahead of the event.

The application was received less than the 42 days ahead of the event, therefore the criteria
for Public consultation will not be met.

Accordingly, the closure will need to be processed under the Local Government Act 1974,
section 342, schedule 10, which has a much shorter time frame.

Anzac service is a country wide event that takes place every year on 25 April.

Once the Traffic Management Plan has been approved, this will complete all the
requirements from Council to allow the Event to take place.
