2
Applicants must be confident to tow a trailer.
3
The Play Trailer should not be hired and run for commercial gain.

4
The applicant is responsible for any damage done to the asset, loaned equipment or contents, or for theft and may be liable for the replacement or repair.
5
The applicant agrees to store the Play Trailer in a safe location during their hire.
6
Users are expected to leave the sports equipment trailer in an acceptable state of cleanliness. All equipment is to be placed in the Play trailer in an orderly manner.

The Play trailer is used by children, as such we respectfully request users to refrain from smoking around the facility.

Tape and stickers are not to be placed on the sports equipment trailer.

The applicant will comply with all Health & Safety legislation.

It is the responsibility of the hirer to inspect the play trailer before and after usage with the provided checklist. The hirer must report any defects, damages or missing items to the Ruapehu district council as soon as possible. The hirer must also ensure that the play trailer is used in a safe and appropriate manner, following the instructions and guidelines provided by the council. If the hirer fails to carry out the inspection of the play trailer, they will be liable for any damages caused to the trailer or to any third parties. The Ruapehu district council will not be liable for any damages caused by the play trailer if the hirer does not comply with their obligations under this agreement.

The hirer agrees to take full responsibility for the trailer and its contents while it is in their possession. The hirer must ensure that the sports equipment trailer is securely attached to their vehicle, properly maintained, and safely stored when not in use. The hirer must also comply with all applicable laws and regulations regarding the use of the sports equipment trailer. If the trailer or any of its equipment is damaged, lost, or stolen during the hire period, the hirer must notify the Ruapehu District Council immediately and pay for the full cost of repair or replacement. The hirer will not be entitled to any refund or compensation for any loss of use or inconvenience caused by the damage or loss of the trailer or its equipment.
