FUTURE OHAKUNE 
The Future Ohakune Project was built up and developed by the 
community over several workshops and refined through community 
engagement in the form of public open days. 

The process for developing the project was:

In early 2020 Council funded consultants Boffa Miskell to work with the 
community on developing a strategic revitalisation plan for Ohakune. 

This resulted in the development of the Future Ohakune Reference Group 
(made up of representatives from the community, Ngāti Rangi, big and 
small local businesses, farming and market gardeners) to establish some 
initial ideas and propose some potential objectives, initiatives and projects 
for the future of Ohakune.

The community was asked for their feedback on this initial work over a 
series of open days in October 2020. This event successfully identified 
the things that are of the greatest importance to the Ohakune community 
including a large number of ideas and development opportunities.
